Born June 7, 1974 in the
United Kingdom, he joined
Cub Scouts at the age of 8.
Climbing, sailing, skydiving,
and karate as a teenager,
along with his exposure to
scouting, lead him to the mili-
tary and further exploring, in-
cluding a summit to Mt. Ever-
est at age 23. In addition to

On April 9, 2015, The Scout
Association announced that
Grylls would continue as Chief
Scout until 2018. Grylls wrote,
"l am so proud that the largest
youth movement on the planet
has asked me to continue in my

role as UK Chief Scout."

On 5 June 2015, Grylls, in an
interview with The Telegraph,
praised the challenge of being
Britain's youngest Chief Scout,
saying "Scouting humbles me
every day".
